5. Read what the apostle Paul says in Romans 8:9-17. What do
these verses add to our understanding of the Holy Spirit?

6. How do these passages challenge and encourage you?

7. How can we pray for ourselves and others in the light of these
passages?
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8. What do you want to praise God for in the light of these
passages?
